In each year up to and beyond 2012 the Masonic Samaritan 
Fund expects to allocate more than £4million in direct support 
of Freemasons and their dependants. Grants will be made in 
response to requests for assistance with a wide variety of needs 
in respect of medical, dental and respite care and support. The 
2015 West Kent Festival has a key role to play in ensuring that 
the Fund is able to meet this anticipated demand.

The MSF provides support to:

• Freemasons
• The wives, partners and dependants of Freemasons
• The widows, surviving partners and dependants of 

deceased Freemasons

Support is available for:

• Medical
• Dental
• Respite Care

for those who have an identi� ed need and, faced with a long 
wait for, or no access to, NHS or local authority provision, are 
unable to afford their own private care or treatment.

There are no age limits, no qualifying period of membership 
and no requirement for the Freemason to still be active within 
the Craft. In each of the last 5 years almost exactly half of the 
support provided has been for the wives, partners, widows and 
dependants of Freemasons.

The application process is straightforward and con� dential. The 
assessment of � nancial need does not include the value of the 
main property - applicants do not need to be destitute in order to 
qualify for a grant with allowances made for reasonable savings.

Medical Care
With minor exceptions - if licensed for use by the NHS the MSF 
will consider applications for all kinds of medical treatment from 
hip replacement to cardiac surgery, from digital hearing aids 
to drug treatment for cancer and degenerative diseases, from 
stomach banding to macular degeneration.

Dental Care
Applications are welcome where individuals are genuinely unable 
to either get treatment on the NHS or are faced with charges in 
excess of the NHS charging rates.  

Respite Care
Grants are also available to support those who have an ongoing  
caring responsibility. Funding is available towards the cost of a 
period of respite care to enable the carer to have a break from 
their caring responsibilities knowing that their loved one is safe.

Applicants seeking a grant for medical treatment need to 
have seen a consultant in order to gain a formal diagnosis. 
Applications for dental treatment will need to be accompanied by 
a copy of the treatment plan. Applications in support of respite 
care should be accompanied by a copy of the Local Authority 
care assessment.

If there is a delay in gaining a diagnosis or assessment 
potential applicants are encouraged to contact the Fund for 
advice on how to proceed.

Grants are rarely made for treatment or care that has already 
taken place. Early contact with the Fund is therefore strongly 
encouraged.
